Word, and to ask those things which are requisite and necessary, 

as well for the body as the soul. Wherefore I pray and beseech 

you, as many as are here present, to accompany me with a pure 

heart, and humble voice, unto the throne of the heavenly grace,

Restore thou those who are penitent; According to thy promises 

declared unto mankind in Christ Jesus our Lord. And grant, O 

most merciful Father, for his sake; That we may hereafter live a 

godly, righteous, and sober life, To the glory of thy holy Name.
